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Parents are expected to have a positive, supportive influence in all direct dealings with their child related to GSA soccer. This includes all dealings with others involved in the soccer program and in assisting with the responsibilities necessary to support the program and the players. 

Objectionable behavior of parents at youth sports events is all too common. It adversely affects coaches, referees, the game, and unfortunately, the players. GSA will not tolerate any negative behavior by parents at any practice or game. GSA holds a zero tolerance policy regarding taunting, bullying, or negatively commenting to referees, opposing coaches, opposing players or opposing spectators. GSA reserves the right to remove parents / spectators who do not follow the code of conduct from our soccer program. As adults we must all realize that we are here to help the kids to enjoy and prosper within the sport of soccer and remember to stay positive at all times. 
GSA specifically recognizes the following rules of conduct for Parents / Guardians: 
1. Be certain it is your child who wants to play soccer, not you wanting them to play. Most youths are simply involved to have fun. Let them play for the fun of it. Always be positive. Affirm effort, not outcome.
2. Assist in getting players to practices and games on time and ready with appropriate equipment. This involves arranging transportation and on time to pick up your player. 

3. Be a positive support for the coach. Respect the coach’s right to make decisions for the team. Don’t put pressure on the coaches. Recognize all players cannot always play the positions they want. If you are dissatisfied, go directly to the coach in private, positive fashion. 

4. Assist in seeing that the Player Code of Conduct is followed.

5. No smoking or consuming of alcohol or drugs is allowed at any time. 

6. No foul language or gestures. 

7. No commenting, jeering at or approaching referees over calls or lack of calls being made. The referee’s job is not easy. Let the coaches handle what happens on the field. If you have a concern regarding referees, calmly take them up with your coach after the game and away from the field. 

8. No commenting, jeering or approaching opposing players or opposing parents / spectators during or after games. We cannot control how others behave but we can control how we react to them.
